I think this verse is one of the most important verses in the 
Bible for shaping Christian character.  Let’s look at the word COMPANION (n.) A 
person with whom one shares close ties of liking and trust: “friend” He that walketh 
with ...a companion ...A companion of God walks with God. Enoch walked with God; 
he was God's companion. Genesis 5:22-24 And Enoch walked with God after he begat 
Methuselah three hundred years, and begat sons and daughters: 23 And all the days of 
Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years: 24 And Enoch walked with God: and he 
was not; for God took him.  Malachi 2:14 Yet ye say, Wherefore? Because the LORD hath 
been witness between thee and the wife of thy youth, against whom thou hast dealt 
treacherously: yet is she thy companion, and the wife of thy covenant. A companion is one 
with whom you have intimate friendship. A wife is a husband's companion. Companionship 
signifies agreement, knit together, having fellowship with, heap up, join (self, together), 
league. Amos 3:3 Can two walk together, except they be agreed?  Companionship 
signifies acceptance.  Lot first pitched his tent towards Sodom, but he ended up in 
the gates, sitting with the elders of the land.  The very first thing he did was pitch his tent 
toward Sodom (Read Genesis 13.12) Companionship signifies affection.  You cannot 
love God and the wrong crowd at the same time. God and the world are going in two 
different directions.
